Nice head with dark 
eye. Well laid shoulders with deep chest, level topline & strong well angulated rear. Very 
promising.

PG (3,1) 1 R Castelao, this boy has a lovely head with lovely expression. Nice outline with good 
angulation fore & aft. Just at that awkward teen stage just now;

O (5,3) 1 McDonald’s Roanjora Chianti, nice head & eye, strong neck, well angulated front. 
Enough depth of chest, level topline. Strong, well muscled hindquarters which allowed her to 
move well. Presented in good condition & clearly enjoyed her time in the ring, well handled to

DUCK TOLLERS – 
J (2,1) 1 Newson’s Tivalake More Than Wishes, lovely puppy at her first show with a lively, 
playful disposition. Nice head with the sweetest expression. Straight front, short back & well 
angulated rear. Moved well for one so young. BP.  
 
PG (2,1) 1 Baker’s Tivalake On The Town, masculine dog who showed well. Straight front with 
well laid shoulders, short back & good depth of chest, strong rear. Presented a well balanced 
outline. Moved well to take RBOB.  
 
O (3,1) 1 Andrew’s Fallowfen Faithful Yoko of Jemmatee, neat, well balanced bitch with a pretty 
head, strong neck leading into straight, well angulated front. Well bodied with a deep chest. In 
good condition & well handled. Moved very well. BOB;  
2 Baker’s Tivalake Cool Yule.  
 
JAPANESE CHIN – 
J (2) 1 Jolley’s Sharlarna Tailor Made for Dekobras, presented a nice, square outline on the 
stand. Dainty dog with fine bone, correct amount of white showing in eyes giving good 
expression. Well angulated fore & aft. High tailset carried over back at all times. Coat of nice 
texture. Moved well;  
2 Lubi & Hampton’s Yama I’m Kodi, really like the head on this puppy. So short in back & very 
square. Unfortunately not giving his best today. BP.  
 
PG (3,2) 1 Day’s Godheim Imperial Emperor at Dorcharday, presented a square outline. Nice 
eye with white showing in the corners. Good fringing. Well angulated rear.  
 
O (4,1) 1 Jolley’s Sharlarna’s Dancing Queen at Dekobras, very showy girl with lively disposition 
which won her this class. Pretty head with nice expression. Nice size with fine bone. Straight 
front. Well bodied with level topline. Moved well. BOB;  
2 Allcock & Hampton’s Bonniroy Yasebai Sleepyhollow, masculine head with nice eye & 
expression. Straight front with good wide chest. Very short in back giving him square outline. 
Coat of nice texture. RBOB;

J (3,1) 1 Davidson-Poston’s Tinkleybury Super Sprout Spinillons, well coated puppy who took my 
eye on entering the ring. Nice head & expression, large well set ears. Straight front with well laid 



shoulders. Well bodied, level topline. Strong hindquarters. Presented in great condition. Moved 
the best here today & showed with such enthusiasm. BOB, BP & went on to PG2;  
2 Stanmore’s Altaya Ruby Star.  
 
PG (4) 1 T Super Sprout Spinillons;  
2 Geary’s Powdermill Designer Touch at Taliesyn;
