All of which i’m sure 

will change places many times. 1 May’s Foxriever Dragon Heart (ai) A very promising 

puppy, liked his overall shape and at just 6 months is the correct size for his age. 

Super front angulation with upper arm and shoulder blade of equal length and 

shoulders well laid, forelegs straight and well boned standing on good feet. Good 

depth to chest, spring of rib and short loin. Nice turn to stifle with hocks well let down. 

Sound and positive mover for his age. Head of good wedge shape and nicely 

proportioned with slight stop and pleasing eye. BP.  

2 Sutton & Whitehead’s Foxriever Immortal Spirit Well up to size with an attractive 

masculine head, correct eye colour and shape with good pigment. Strong neck onto 

a good layback of shoulder, firm level topline and tailset. Good bone and straight 

front with tight feet. Deep chest with good width, spring of rib and short couplings. 

Turn of stifle moderate with good strength to thighs and hocks well let down. Strong 

mover. Hope he settles down again after a recent upset as he will trouble the best. 

Lots to like.  

3 Kear & Morrey’s Foxriever Infinite Spirit (ai).  

Res Sutton & Whitehead’s Foxriever Firefly (ai).  

 

J (1) 1 Kear & Whitehead’s Foxriever Infinite Spirit (ai). Liked this 6 month old a lot 

and was more settled in this class. Although he stood alone he was worthy of his 1st 

place. Not quite the confidence yet but with time and experience this will come. Very 

similar remarks to his brother (1st in puppy) Liked his shape with good angulation 

front and rear. Good depth to his chest and well bodied. Moderate turn of stifle with 

good bone and tight feet. Nice head of a good shape, correct eye colour and ear 

placement. Shows good ground covering movement once settled into his stride.  

 

O (1) 1 Sutton & Whitehead’s Foxriever Grey Ghost. Upstanding mature male of 2yrs 

8mths. Looks super standing with a lovely clean outline and body proportions and in 

good workmanlike condition. Moved with an easy effortless gait pushed forward by 

strong rear quarters. Super head on him showing parallel planes with an intelligent 

expression from lovely eyes. Strong clean neck set into well laid shoulders and good 

front angulation. Good depth and width to chest with ribs well sprung. Powerful loin 

with rear angulation matching front. Good bone and substance all through with 

correct coat texture and tight curls. BOB.  

 

WEIMARANER: PG (2,1) 1 Woolley & Thompson’s Chrisan Cario yrs male. 

Balanced head with medium set eyes and ears well placed. Clean lengthy neck set 

on well laid shoulders, firm topline and sloping croup. Chest of good depth and width. 

Nice amount of forechest with good front angulation and ribs well back. Strong loin 

and a moderate tuck-up with a good turn of stifle. Nice amount of bone and good 

feet. Steady mover covering the ground with ease. Short coat of correct silver grey 

colour. BOB.  



 

CHESAPEAKE BAY RETRIEVER:  

J (2) 1 Watts’ Oakmarsh Little Acorn JW RATN Well made bitch of 16 months. Lovely 

outline and proportions to her body were easy on the eye. Broad head but clearly 

feminine with a kind eye. Strong well muscled neck onto a correct layback of 

shoulder and good return of upper arm. Good depth of chest and spring of rib with 

nicely boned forelegs pllaced well inder body. Short coupled and strong in loin with a 

good turn of stifle and strong hocks. Nicely made throughout. Moved freely showing 

a good reach BOB.  

2 Watts, Mellersh-Tett & Mellersh-Tett’s Oakmarsh Land Of Promise. Similar remarks 

as 1st (her sister) not quite the balance as the winner today but another lovely 

example of the breed. Feminine outline, strong topline with shoulders well laid. Good 

width and depth to chest, ribs well sprung and a little tuck-up at flanks. Forelegs 

straight and nicely boned of good length. Good rear angulation and feet. Steady 

mover placing feet correctly. RBOB.  

 

PG (2,1) 1 Watts, Mellersh-Tett & Mellersh-Tett’s Oakmarsh Land Of Promise.  

 

HUNGARIAN VIZSLA:  

P (1) 1 Gammon’s Glenbrows Opera D’arte. 8 month bitch with a lovely clean outline 

and moderate bone. Neck of good length on to a nice lay of shoulder with a level 

topline. Good depth of chest and well ribbed back with a slight tuck-up. Hindquarters 

of moderate angulation with strength to thigh. Well let down hocks and good feet. 

Appealing in head with width to skull and good proportions. Accurate mover but not 

quite the enthusiasm or will to cover the ground as easily as her kennel mate.  

 

J (1) 1 Gammon’s Glenbrows Reminiscent 18 month bitch shown in lovely quality 

coat and good muscular condition. Attractive feminine head with good eye and a 

noble expression. Good reach of neck, well laid shoulder and good front assembly. 

Brisket down to elbows, ribs well sprung, strong loin, slight tuck-up and balanced 

rear angulation. Well muscled throughout. Moved out well.  

 

PG (2) 1 Senior’s Oakswarren Feel The Heat At Alaszdale JW (ai). Male of 2yrs 

shows good breed type with a super outline and balance. Masculine noble head with 

correct eye shape and colour. Well shaped muzzle with broad nostrils. Clean neck 

with no excess skin with a slight arch set on laid back shoulders, good length to 

upper arm. Prominent breast bone, deep chest and good spring of rib. Moderately 

boned standing on parallel legs and firm feet. Strong mover with an accurate gait. 

RBOB.

O (3) 1 Senior’s Nemzet Kincse Ipa Of Alaszdale (imp Hun). Upstanding male of 

2.5yrs, mature in body with excellent quality russet coat and in hard muscular 

condition. Strong neck into well laid shoulders with a firm topline. Nicely angulated 

front with breast bone obvious. Good depth of chest and spring of rib, strong loin and 

muscled croup. Would prefer a shade more angulation to stifle. Tight feet and toes 



well arched. All male with a super head, has width to skull and a moderate stop with 

a well shaped muzzle and correct eye. A strong and powerful mover who covered the 

ground well. Well handled and presented BOB.  

2 Wallington’s Sh Ch/Multi Ch/Int Ch Nicale Blue Diamond Among Ohanava VW. 

8yrs bitch full of quality with an attractive head of good type, good eye colour and ear 

placement. Muscular neck well laid shoulder and return of upper arm. Stands on legs 

with nice bone and good feet. Well ribbed and strong in loin with a deep mature body 

and prominent breast bone. Well angulated hindquarters mirroring her front 

construction. Moved out well around the ring and pushed the winner hard.  

3 Gammon’s Martgarian Zantara. Such a promising and very feminine bitch of 9 

months. Super head with a lovely expression from the kindest of eyes. Slight arch to 

neck with a good layback of shoulder, chest developing with close fitting elbows and 

catlike feet. Nice amount of tuck-up and moderate in hind angulation. Confident on 

the move with a good forward reach. Sympathetically handled to get the best out of 

her. BP Wish her well for the future.
